Funeral Team Volunteers needed: Serving funeral receptions is a Rideau Park ministry that
was initiated about 5 years ago. Families who have lost a loved one and who desire a
reception at RPUC following the funeral service at RPUC are paired with the lead of the
reception team to co-ordinate the arrangements. Typically, the team sets up the room, makes
tea and coffee, helps serve (all the food for receptions is now catered) and oversees the clean
up.
