The Film was nominated for numerous awards, including the Independent Spirit Award 
for Best Documentary Feature, and was chosen by Time magazine as one of its top ten films of 
2018. “Won’t You Be My Neighbor?” is the highest-grossing biographical documentary of all 
time.
