Foundation	funds	are	not	intended	to	meet	ongoing	operational	requirements	of	current	
projects/programs.	Any	member	or	long-term	adherent	of	RPUC	may	apply,	but	applications	must	be	
sponsored	by	a	committee	of	the	church	who	will	oversee	the	finances	of	the	project.	Approximately	
$3,150	is	available	for	disbursement	in	2020.	Applications	are	due	by	March	31,	2020	and	should	be	
submitted	to	the	Chair	of	Council,	Patricia	Whitridge,	council@rideaupark.ca		and	Administrator.
